2 Code Magus Notify Reference

2.1 Usage

Code Magus Notify (cmlnotify) is started from the command line preferably in
the background as a daemon process and should not be associated with the terminal
initiating it.

Under normal operation mode cmlnotify will receive telemetry data from metric
producers, record them to a log file and optionally forward them on to a metric con-
sumer. cmlnotify will accept both TCP/IP and UDP connections. Any duplicate
messages received via UDP are automatically discarded and therefore not forwarded on
or recorded.

If cmlnotify is started with the parameter ‘--help’ it will only display the com-
mand line parameters it accepts and a short description of each. The list of parameters
along with a complete description of each can be found in the following section.

The following invocation will accept event notifications on port 6400, run the command
specified when an event metric [1] is received.
home>cmlnotify --verbose --port 6400
